Cesare and Silvia themselves

mould the models and prototypes, which are

then faithfully reproduced by their talented

team. Many of their works are Capodimonte
reproductions - some of the finest in the world - and
this activity gives them a well deserved place among
the greatest exponents of the art of Italian Porcelain.
Quality, too, is an undeniable feature of Porcellane
VILLARI and a constant concern in the development
and philosophy of the firm. These are the factors which
lie behind the pieces they produce from day to day.
Their work is not inspired exclusively by Capodimonte
Porcelain, but also by the Italian Baroque style. Where
individual pieces are concerned, it must be stressed
that every single figure is finished in the finest detail
using costly paints based on special oils extracted
from fir trees and lavender. They are then enhanced
with 24-carats pure gold and platinum, and some pieces
are further embellished by applying CRYSTALLIZED™
- Swarovski Elements, to give them a unique shine and
elegance. All VILLARI items are signed by the artist,
Cesare Villari, as a guarantee of their authenticity, and
bear the fire-impressed trademark VILLARI and the
Capodimonte letter “N”, which denotes a particular style
of Italian porcelain.

KOONS. ONE OF THESE COLOSSAL PIECES, MADE IN FOUR COPIES, REPRESENTS “S. JOHN THE
BAPTIST” A FREE INTERPRETATION OF LEONARDO DA VINCI'S S. GIOVANNINO.

QUESTE OPERE SONO STATE ESPOSTE
IN VARl MUSEI DEL MONDO, COME IL GUGGENHEIM DI BILBAO, MONACO, COLONIA,
BERLINO, GUGGENHEIM E IL MOMA DI NEW YORK. ATTUALMENTE UNO DEGLI ESEMPLARI
SI TROVA ESPOSTO AL MOMA, MUSEO DI ARTE MODERNA DI SAN FRANCISCO (CA).

THE OTHER IS A LIFE-SIZE STATUE OF “MICHAEL JACKSON AND BUBBLES”, PAINTED ENTIRELY
IN 24 CARATS GOLD, DEPICTING THE POPSINGER HOLDING HIS CHIMPANZEE. FIVE COPIES
WERE MADE OF THE LATTER AND, ON MAY 15TH 2001 ONE COPY OF THIS WORK WAS
SOLD BY SOTHEBY’S - NEW YORK TO AN ANONYMOUS ARTCOLLECTOR FOR 5,615,000
DOLLARS. THESE TWO WORKS HAVE BEEN EXHIBITED IN A NUMBER OF FAMOUS MUSEUMS,
INCLUDING THE GUGGENHEIM MUSEUM OF BILBAO, MUSEUMS IN MUNICH, COLOGNE AND
BERLIN, AND THE GUGGENHEIM AND THE MOMA IN NEW YORK. AT THE MOMENT ONE OF
THE MODELS IS EXIBITED AT THE MOMA SAN FRANCISCO MUSEUM OF MODERN ART (CA).
